Notes Beginning high up on the coast on the nextbstern tip of Maui the layout meanders back into the
mountains among pineapple fields and Cook pines. Elevation changes and vangirogiments contribute to

the challenge of this course. Variety of terrain, vegetation and an imaginative sequencing of the holes contr
to the adventure of play. Especially notable is the sequence of 3 holes beginning with the Fifth. The Fifth ar
Sixth extend out onto a ridge and surround a cosy quiet lake. The scenic vista of the Pacific is magnificently
broad with views of two bays, Makalapuna Point and an array of pineapple fields, all of which contrasts witl
the narrow and tightly enclosed fairvgaylhe Seventh opens up to a wide downhill fairway that is crossed by ¢
meandering barranca and dotted with bunkBne. Village Course rises into the scenic West Maui Mountains.
The front nine is short, and the back nine is longer and the most challehgistg, turns, rises and falls

through the West Maui foothills. A serene trek through Hawaiian headlands stands of Cook and Norfolk pin:
characterise this shortish course. The Village is complex enough to challenge the seasoned professional ye
be every bit as enjoyable for beginning golfers as well.
